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Panekire Bluff

Easter Tramp:  Camp Kaitawa. Friday April 3rd through to Monday 6th.
The camp is found on about 1½ acres of flat land beside Lake Wherowhero, about 1.5km from Lake Waikaremoana.  The club has reserved two cabins, each sleeping four, and will be sharing the kitchen and lounge facilities with the North Kiwi Conservation group. There are shared washing facilities, including hot showers, etc.

Activities will be day walks, including:

Onepoto to Panekire Hut and return. 4 hours, 9 km

This is the most strenuous part of the great walk trip, but the views from Panekire make it worthwhile. The track starts from the Onepoto Shelter and leads you through the 

former Armed Constabulary Redoubt Parade Ground before climbing steadily up 

to the top of Panekire Bluff. It then follows the undulating ridgeline before reaching 

Puketapu Trig (1180 metres) and onto Panekire Hut.

Hopuruahine Landing to Whganganui Hut and  Waiharuru Hut and return. 4 hours, 17 km

This is another moderate day of walking with plenty of fantastic photo opportunities 

and chances to relax beside the lake’s edge. From the Hopuruahine suspension bridge, the track is level to Whanganui Hut. It then climbs over the Pukehou ridge Waiharuru Hut.

The Ruapani Circuit Track. Approx. 6 hours. 

About half an hour beyond the Waikareiti day shelter, a left fork takes you onto the Ruapani Circuit Track, which passes 7 wetlands to exit onto the Waikareiti Track again near the main road.

The Old Maori Trail. 2 hours. Starting at Rosie Bay, the track follows what was a traditional Maori route to Lake Kaitawa. It follows a valley which arcs around the trailing edge of the landslide block which slid from Ngamoko (see Lou’s Lookout description in Lake Waikaremoana area short walks). It features grassy clearings and some beautifully formed totara and matai trees.

After passing through dense bush the track descends gradually to Lake Kaitawa.
